Commissioner's  Comments

Mayor  Jakubowski-  Need  to set up that  meeting  with  PSE&G  concerning  the  conditions  of  the  Borough's  roads.

Borough  Administrator  David  Taraschi  said  he would  reach  out  to them  again  and  hy  to get  a meeting  set up.

DUI  incident  on the  street  and  the  neighbors  are concemed  about  children  getting  huit  playing  outside.

Was  hoping  that  maybe  a stop  sign  could  be placed  at Graisbury  mid  W.  Atlantic?  Captain  Bauer  said  that

the  first  thing  they  could  do is to put  the  traffic  sign  out  on the  street.  Commissioner  Lee  said  that  the

police  will  conduct  a traffic  study  in the  area  and  see what  the  results  are. Mayor  Jakubowski  added  that  he

will  talk  to the  county,  as W.  Atlantic  is a county  road,  and  possibly  get  a solar  traffic  sign  installed.
